Mangwe Rural District Council Control of Livestock By-laws, 2022

It is hereby notified that the Minister of Local Government and Public Works has, in terms of section 90 of the Rural District Council Act [Chapter 29:13], made the following by-laws (
Title

1. These by-laws shall be cited as Mangwe Rural District Council Control of Livestock by-laws, 2022. 
Application

2. These by-laws shall apply within the council area.

Interpretation

3. In these by-laws( 

 “Council” means the Mangwe Rural District Council;

 “levy” means any charge imposed by council in terms of section 95 of Rural District Councils Act;

“livestock” means pigs, cattle, donkeys, goats, sheep or any other animals;

“owner”, in relation to livestock, means the person who has custody or control of the livestock;

 “private livestock buyer” means any person who is buying livestock outside the publicly organised livestock sales.

“movement” removal of livestock from one point to the other within the Council area or beyond

“traditional leaders”, refers to chiefs, headman and village heads.
“cattle sale pen” means the place designated for purposes of buying and selling of cattle, such sale pens shall have holding pens and loading ramps.

“council ramp” refers to ramps which are established or owned by Council.

“private property loading ramps” refers to ramps which are not established or owned by Council.

“temporary ramp” means a ramp that is not registered with Council, as a Council ramp or private property ramp
“holding pen” means a kraal for penning livestock in preparation for commercial sale and transportation. 
Livestock levy
4. (1) No person shall buy or sell livestock for commercial purposes—


                 (a)
without paying livestock levy to Council as prescribed by Council from time to time or

                 (b)
outside livestock sale pens organized by Council unless given authority by Council.
At all cattle sales, whether privately organised or organised by Council, a levy of 10, 5 % of the price of each beast sold shall be collected from every buyer, and the levy shall be distributed as follows:

(a) 3,5 % to the local authority (for support of livestock related development programmes)

(b) 2,5 % to the owner of the cattle sale pens,

(c) 3 % to the meat and livestock grading services unit, and 

(d) 1,5 % to the auctioneer
Movement of Livestock

5. 
(1) No person shall move livestock from one area to another without payment of livestock levy to Council and clearance from Police and movement permit from Veterinary Office.
(2) No person shall make a temporary loading ramp, for commercial purposes of loading cattle and proceed to load cattle at any Council area, without approval of Council. 
(3) All holding pens and loading ramps on private property shall be registered with Council.     Owners shall, at registration, specify:

a.
The location in terms of farm name and number.

b.
Expected number of cattle to be transmitted through the ramp per month.
(4) No person shall slaughter any livestock for commercial purposes except at designated areas.

(5) Any livestock moved to other areas for the purpose of relief grazing shall do so with the consent of Traditional leaders in the affected areas. The consent should be expressed in detailed written form. 

Stray Livestock

6. (1) Notwithstanding the Stock Trespass Act [19:14], Any person, whether an inhabitant or otherwise, who within the area regulated by these by-laws:
                 (a) fails to register any stray stock in his possession to police, local Dip committee, traditional leadership, councillor or Veterinary office within three months from its arrival; or
                 (b)
falsely claims that the stock belongs to him or her; or
                 (c)
dehorns, brands or castrates any stray stock he or she held;



   (d) whose livestock is found in service centres or business areas

shall be guilty of an offence and liable to a fine not exceeding level three.




Sale of stray livestock

Once stray livestock is advertised by Council as per the relevant legislation, no person shall direct the suspension of sale for such livestock unless:

(a)  there is an outbreak or anticipated outbreak of a livestock disease in the district in which case the Veterinary department has authority to suspend such sale
(b) The livestock is claimed by the owner who should show positive identification to the police before or on the day of sale. 
Offences and penalties

        8.  Any person who contravenes any provision of these by-laws shall be guilty of an offence and be liable to a penalty as per Council budget.
